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Big Piney Pinners is amateur wrestling organization that provides training in collegiate, freestyle and Greco wrestling styles.  

Membership Fees: Members join USA wrestling and compete throughout the state as well as national tournaments.  USA wrestling has an annual fee for every wrestler that may change.  Coaches, Refs and Parers also have an annual fee and are required to be trained.

Parent Responsibility: Parents are responsible for their child’s expenses including tournament fees and travel accommodations.  All adults involved volunteer their time to the organization including officers, coaches, referees, parers and parents.  The club may put on a tournaments which will require more parent volunteers to help run smoothly

Fundraisers: Fundraisers done by the youth including raffles and candle sales support the club.  These funds provide the club with needed equipment, awards and fees associated with wrestling.  Every wrestler is encouraged to participate.

Practices:  Practices are not mandatory but everyone is encouraged to participate and awards are given at the end of the season that reflect participation and improvement.

Uniform:  The club provides a blue and a red singlet for the wrestlers to wear in tournaments.  The wrestler must provide clothing for practices (shorts or other singlets work well) wrestling shoes and headgear.  Headgear must be worn at all tournaments.  All singlets must be returned to the club at the end of the season.

Tournaments:  There usually tournaments every weekend throughout the season.  There are also national tournaments that the wrestlers can compete in.  Participation is not required but is encouraged.  

Equipment:  The club has mats to use for practices and tournaments.  This is club property and must be taken care of.   There are special cleaners that need to be used and a shoe-cleaning mat that the wrestlers need to walk on before walking on the mats.  The club also has a limited medical kit for any minor injuries.
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Tax purposes:  The organization is organized exclusively for charitable, religious, educational, and/or scientific purposes under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Upon the dissolution of the organization, assets shall be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or shall be distributed to the Federal government, or to the state or local government, for a public purpose.

We agree that no part of the net earnings of the organization shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its members, trustees, officers, or other private persons, except that the organization shall be authorized to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in the purpose clause hereof.  No substantial part of the activities of the organization shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the organization shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.  Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, the organization shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by an organization exempt from federal income tax under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or (b) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code.
